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| nstallation instructions for adjustable pushrods (Twin 88 engines)

Remove stock pushrodsfirst. Thisrequiresremoval of gastanksand also rocker boxes.
Since all four stock (non-adjustable) pushrods may be different lengths, they should be
identified for futurereference.

Adjust each pushrodtoitsshortest length by turningtipin asfar aspossiblebefor einstallation.
For Twin 88 motors, thetwo shortest rodsareintakes, thelongest rod isintended for thefront
exhaust and theremaining pushrod fitstherear exhaust. Twin 88 aluminum rodsar eanodized
with a blue color while the chrome moly steel rods are silver.

With thenew pushrodsin place (and still adjusted short), rotatetheengineso any onecam lobe
ispositioned at itslowest lift point. Then adjust pushrod tip longer to removeall slack. At this
point, pushrod will be finger tight in thelifter.

When pushrod is snug (seated at both ends), turn adjustment longer by 4 full turns. Tighten
locknut using two 7/16 inch wrenches. Do not exceed 15 ft. Ibs. of torque!

If the valve unseated during the final adjustment, wait 10/15 minutes for hydraulic lifter to
bleed down and seat the valve befor e adjusting the second valve.

Repeat this procedure for the remaining three pushrods.

With all four pushrods correctly adjusted, engine should turn freely without any binding.
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
