Align the holes in the
freeway bar’s lower mounts with the open holes on the floorboard frame mounts. Insert the (2) supplied
3/8”-16 x 1” buttonhead bolts thru floorboard frame mounts and lower freeway bar mounts; secure with
supplied 3/8” flat washers and nylock nuts. See Diagrams. DO NOT FULLY TIGHTEN.

3. Rotate the freeway bar up and back then align the hole in the frame brace with the freeway bar’s upper
mount. Insert the supplied 5/16”-18 x 3/4” buttonhead bolt thru freeway bar mount and into frame brace
and secure on the backside with the supplied 5/16” flat washer and 5/16”-18 nylock nut. DO NOT FULLY
TIGHTEN.

4. Make sure freeway bar is aligned properly then fully tighten the 5/16-18” bolt and nut followed by the 3/8”-
16 bolts and nuts.
