While holding the mirror in place, thread the socket head cap screw into the
bottom of the mirror stem.

ADJUST SWIVEL BALL TENSION

To adjust the tension on the mirror pivot ball joint first loosen the set screw shown in PIC.1

fasteners. Improper fitting wrenches will strip the head on these fasteners!

Then tighten the exposed two fasteners by the mounting stem (PIC 1) to increase the tension on
the swivel ball, or loosen the fasteners to decrease the tension. The two screws should be
tightened or loosened evenly.
