STEP 2 Remove the left side driver floorboard by removing the hardware as
shown in PIC 1. Set this hardware aside, will be reused.
STEP 3 Refer to PIC 2 to determine the left (sitting on the bike) brackets and

install the left brackets on the mounting arms on the bike. PIC 3; secure
the arms with the 1/4”-20 x 1-1/4" shoulder bolts and 1/4”-20 nylon
locking nuts from the hardware kit.

NOTE: on models with narrow front mounting arms you will need to
install two washers on each side of the front mounting arm as
shown in PIC 4.

STEP 4 Install the set screw from the hardware kit in the front bracket as shown
in PIC 5, tighten the set screw until it contacts the support arm.

STEP 5 Install the floorboards on the brackets as shown in PIC 6, using the
hardware that was removed in STEP 2.

STEP 6 Repeat STEP 2 through Step 5 for the right side.
