STEP 4 Refer to PIC 1. Assemble the return spring in the new Splined Adapter as shown.  
 
Insert one of the included Spacers as shown; the Spacer can be inserted on the top or bottom side 
allowing for approx. 1/4” of height adjustment; the Spacer will secure the spring in the Adapter. 

STEP 5 Insert the long leg of the spring in the mount hole as shown in PIC 2. Press the Adapter in to align the 
holes; secure with the pin and E-clip. 

STEP 6 Repeat for the other side.
