5 Troubleshooting

The following situation does not indicate malfunction of the meter. Check the following points before contacting us.

Trouble

The meter doesn’t work
when the power is on.

The meter shows wrong
information.

Check item

eThe power isn't supplied to the meter.
—Make sure the wiring is connected.
The wiring and fuse are not broken.
—The battery is too old to supply needed
power (DC 12 V).

eCheck the voltage of your battery, and
make sure the voltage is over DC 12 V.

Trouble

Speed appears
incorrectly.

The clock is incorrect.

Check item

eMay be wrong settings.

—Check the settings menu to
confirm whether the setting for speed
is correct.

eMay be wrong setting.

—Check the setting list to see
whether the setting for clock is correct.
