This exhaust system is non-catalyst. A stock catalyst exhaust system cannot be replaced with a non-catalyst
exhaust system in some states. Please verify the application with your dealer before purchase.

INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

1. Remove the seat and locate the OEM rear O2 sensor connector. Disconnect the terminal (See Figure 1). Leave
the rear O2 sensor in OEM pipe.

2. Disconnect the front O2 sensor connector.

3. Remove the OEM exhaust system along with the stock rear mounting bracket.

4. Remove the OEM exhaust flanges and cir-clips. Be careful as you will be re-using both the exhaust flanges and
the cir-clips (replace damaged cir-clips). We recommend the use of snap ring pliers.

5. Install the OEM exhaust flanges and cir-clips on Rinehart systems.

6. Remove and discard the OEM style exhaust gaskets. It may be necessary to pry them out with a scribe or small
screw driver. Use caution not to damage the cylinder heads. Failure to remove stock gaskets will result in
improper fitment.

7. Install new James Exhaust Gaskets (supplied) into the front and rear cylinder exhaust ports. Be sure the new
gaskets are seated in the cylinder heads.

8. Remove the OEM mounting bracket studs from transmission case and Allen head bolts per Figure 1. You will not
be using them.

9. Install the new mounting bracket and spacer. Use the 5/16-18 x 1.5” Hex bolts with 5/16” flat washers (supplied).
See Figure 2 for correct orientation. Torque bolts to 13-15 ft. Ibs.

10. If applicable, remove OEM O2 sensors from the OEM pipes and install in both front and rear Rinehart pipes.
Torque to manufacturer specifications. Recommend using anti-seize on 02 sensor threads before installing. (Do
not get any anti-seize on 02 sensor tips.) Otherwise, install bung plugs into O2 bungs on both front and rear
pipes.

11. Install Rear pipe. Finger tighten only at this point the OEM exhaust flange nuts.

12. Slide 5/16-18 x 3/4” bolt (2 supplied) into the mounting brackets on rear pipe. Next insert the bolts through the
new exhaust mounting bracket coming off the transmission case. Install with the 5/16-18 locking nuts (2 supplied).
Finger tighten only at this point.
